Community Involvement

The Community Involvement programme of the
Pafos2017 Organisation visits Episkopi village through
a different kind of tour. The route follows the traces of
history and memory, chooses hidden places as
landmarks and explores those that cannot be seen at
first glance; those that we do not see during our
ordinary excursions in the countryside.

The President
of the Council, Pambos Charalambous, and the Head
of the Environmental Centre, Andreas Chrysanthou, will
inform us on the valleys and rivers situated around
Episkopi, which are full of hidden treasures such as
watermills, Venetian bridges, chapels and deserted
villages, such as the TurkishCypriot village of Moro
nero.

The exhibition “Maniera Cypria” attempts to highlight
the painting production of icongraphy in Cyprus during
the 13th century and the influences from the East and
the West.
